7/ Modify PC’s IP Address

To log in to the Web Management System of the device, firstly, you need to modify
the IP address of the PC that is used to access the device and to make it at the same
network segment as the device’s network port of management.

Open a browser and enter the default IP address of the network port for management:
https://192.168.11.1. Then enter username and password in the displayed login GUI. The default
username and password are admin/admin@123#.

Note: The UC200 Pro and UC350 default network port for management is the GE1 port, and the
UC350 Pro’s default network port for management is the GE3 port. New devices can only modify
the IP address through the management port. The UC350 Pro login interface is shown below:

10 Modify Network Configuration

You need to modify the IP address of the network ports for service so that the ports
and the upstream network are in the same network segment.

Firstly, you need to physically connect the device’s network port for management.
Then log into the device by entering the IP address of the network port for
management in the web browser and click "System->Network" to configure the IP
address of the network ports for service. Click "Save" and "Reset" to make the

settings take effect.

13 Configure Inbound/Outbound Route

Onthe "Trunk & Route->Route" interface, you can configure routes forincoming calls and
outgoing calls, and select the call Source and Destination addresses for the route. When the
configured route is activated, the system will match the route based on the priority index.
The key configuration of route is at "condition" part. Here, you can configure the route based
onthe Caller/Called Number prefix and time.

14 Basic Operation

¢ Dial *114#to query the telephone number of a FXS port;
+ Restartthe device:

@ Dial *111# to restart the device;
@ Click "system->Reboot" menu to perform reboot.

¢ RST Button (Suitable for UC200 Pro)

@ undernormal running status, if users press RST button for 3 to 6 seconds,
the username/password of the device will restore to default
username/password, and the network configuration will be restored to
factory settings (e.g., the IP address of GE1 will be restored to
192.168.11.1) andthe HTTPS/SSH ports restored to the default ports,
which does not affect other configurations.

@ Undernormal running status, pressing RST button 6 to 12 seconds and will
restore all configuration data to factory default data and reboot the device.

® Whenthe device is power off, pressing and holding RST buttonand RST
auxiliary buttons simultaneously for more than 30 seconds after it power on,
the device will clear all the configurations and restore to mini-system
management.
